INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF SHRINE MOTOR CORPS
ARTICLE | - NAME AND OBJECT
Sectionl. Theassociation shall be known as the International Association of Shrine Motor Corp
Section 2The purpose of thissgociation is to promote the organizatand the betterment of
Motorized Units among the various Temples of the Shrine, to create and devise motorized equ
that fits in with the style and display purposes of the Shrine, and to promote cordiality and gooc
fellowship among its members.
Sedion 3.This association, as a body, shall not use its influence in any way, take sides in any
whatsoever in the affairs of the Imperial Council, or enter into collusion with others having that

ARTICLE Il - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1Membershign this asociation shall be composed of active members, and honorary
members.

Section 2An Active Membershallbe any Shrinerin good standinavho is a wheeled motorized
vehicle ridergither as an individual or as a membermksatablishedinit of his temple

Section 2A. All officers of this Association shall automatically be considered active members of
Association for the duration of their term of office. All Past Presidents shall be active life memb
Section 2B. The elective offices ahis Association cannot be filled by two (2) Nobles of the sam
Temple.

Section 2C. Any member of this Association desiring to become a candidate for elective office i
Association shakbubmit his credentials and shall preferglgsent himself ipersorto the Mid
Winter Meeting immediately prior to the Imperial Session in whichllmvs himself to be nominate
Credentials shall iclude personal history and background, fraternal history, work or business affi
consisting of time availablfor regular meetings, special meetings or events requested by the Pr:
conventions, ability and necessary time to fulfill the duties related to his office during his tenure
and his preparedness to carry out the required performance ofar wfithout financial hardship to
himself or his family.

Section 3Honorary members sHdle appointed by the officers andthe board of governors of this
association.

Section 4A Shrine motorized unit desiring to affiliate with this Associatiorl siuidomit an applicatiol
on a form furnished by the IASMC listing its officers and members, together with the current du
shall then become members of this Association.

ARTICLE lll - OFFICERS AND MEETINGS

Section 1 The Annual meeting of this Assoéat shall be held during the Imperi@éssion of Shrine
Internationalat such time and place as may be determined by the Convention Committee of this
Association.

Section 1A. The MidWinter Meeting of this Association shall be held at the time arftbagilace anc
at the discretion of theresident of this Associatiotypically between February and m#pril.
Section 2The elected officers of this Association shall be President, Pregtsait First Vice
President, Second Videresident, Third Vie®resident, and SergeaattArms, all of whom will be
elected for a term of one ( 1) year at the Annual Meeting of this Association and who shall serv
their successors have been elected and installed. Only Active Members, as described in Article
Section 2, may hold office in this Association.

Section 2A. The Secretarfreasurer will be elected at the Annual Meeting of the Association for
term of three (3) years. After serving for at least three (3) years, he will become an active life i
a member of the executive committed board of governorand his dues waived as long as he is
good standing with his Temple.




Section 30ne representative from the units of a Temple, affiliated with this Association, togeth
the elected ofiers of the Association as enumerated in Section 2 thereof and including the Pas
Presidentsind Rist Secretariesf this Association that are in good standing herein shall constitute
Board of Governors of this Assation. Representatives to theasdof Governors from the units of ¢
Temple affiliated with this Association shall at the Annual or-Widter Meeting of this Association
or prior thereto furnish satisfactory credentials of his election or appointment to the Setreteyre
of this Assaiation. If the regularly designated representative is unable to attend the Annualor N
Winter Meeting, an alternate may be selected from the units of his Temple, and he shall qualify
function as a representative.

Section 3A. When representativesoin the units of a Temple or a designated alternate do not att
the Annual or MieWinter Meeting of this Association and an elected officer of this Association it
present from the same Temple, only one (l) vote will be available for that Temple. Tied eféicer
will not cast a vote as the Temple representative and as an elected officer.

Section 3B. Any elected officer who is unable to attend the Annual or-Widter Meeting of this
Association cannot designate an alternate to serve as a votingareate/e on the Board of
Governors. Any elected officer or appointed representative or alternate who absents himself nt
that Temple's representation.

Section 3C. The President can vote as any other member when the vote is by ballot. In atlast®
the President can (but is not obligated to) vote whenever his vote will affect the result; that is, t
vote to break a tie. The President cannot vote twice, once as a member, then again in his cape
President.

Section 4The Board of Govors shall meet annually

and semiannually to transact the business of this Association.

Section 4A. Active members shall have the right to attend all meetings of the Board of Governc
may participate therein but shall have no vote and may npbpeoany motion unless he be a mem
of the Board of Governors.

Section 4B. The elected officergpastpresidentsand past secretarie$ this Association shall
constitute the Executive Committee. This committee may transact the interim business of thi
Association. The President shall be chairman of the Executive Committee and this committee
have the authority to fill any vacancy in any elected office or remove from office any officer ince
of performing his duties until the next Annual Meetiat which time the vacancy shall be filled by
Board of Governors.

Section 5The President shall preside at all meetings of the Association and carry out all orders
resolutions of the Association; he shall be afixio member of all committes; he shall appoint a
committees and fill any vacancies occurring therein; he shall, at least one day prior to the Annt
Meeting, appoint an Auditing Committee of not less than three (3) to audit the books and accot
the Association and reportetin findings to the Association at the Annual Meeting.

Section 6.The PresiderElect shall, in the absence of the President, perform the duties of the
President. The remaining Viégesidents shall in their order, in the absence of the President and
PresidentElect, perform such duties of the President. They shall also perform such duties as m
assigned to them by the President.

Section 7The Sergearat-Arms shall properly tile all meetings of this Association. He shall prowi
recordof each noble attending the meetingsd shall validate that all meeting participants are due
paying members of this association.

Section 8The Secretanfreasurer shall keep the records of thiso&gstion and record its minutes.
He shall receive all duesid funds of the Association and deposit same in a reputable bank cove
the FDIC in the name of the International Association of Shrine Motor Corps and pay the bills ¢
Association He shall prepare an annual report rendered in accordance withadlg accepted
accounting practices, on an accrual basis, of all financial transactions and prepare minutes of t
